MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS

#1:  50 Service Hours per Year

· 50 hours per year to community and school = 25 Service Hours per semester
· 20 out of the 25 Service Hours per semester must be with Key Club (15 hours must be participation at a physical event with the Key Club – see examples below)

· Remaining service hours may be earned through Church, Scouts, other School Clubs (except fundraising projects, such as candy sales), or other Community Organizations.
#2:  Meeting Attendance

· Members cannot miss two consecutive meetings without an excuse.  See our sponsors on meeting days to sign the Excused Absence List and pick up the latest newsletter and other bulletins. If these matters are not attended to, possible consequences for unexcused absences include removal from the roll sheet.
#3:  Dues

· $20 (includes district and international dues)

· Cash or check (payable to “Hickory High School”)

Examples of Physical Events to earn Service Hours:
· Special Olympics and Muscular Dystrophy events

· Elementary school, church, and neighborhood festivals and movie nights
· Ronald McDonald House (collecting tabs)
· Charity Chase 
· Brett’s Ride 

· Any acceptable hours turned into another club for full credit receives half credit for us.

· Help a Teacher

· Recyle at HHS

Non-Physical Ways to Earn Service Hours:
· Collecting donations at school for official Key Club charities (UNICEF and March of Dimes)

· Making donations in support of our Special Projects, such as:

· One bag of Can tabs = 3 hour

· $5 Wal-Mart gift card for Holiday Project = 1 hour

· 5 school supplies for Boys and Girls home = 1 hour

· Collecting 5 cans of food for our Food Drive = 1 hour
· Providing food (ex. Cookies or brownies) for Key Club meetings = 1 hour
Failure to meet membership requirements regarding dues, meeting attendance and/or service hours will result in probation for one month.  If no attempt is made to meet requirements during the probationary period, the member’s name will be removed from the roll.
